Love can be shown by “the body -language with the help of signals of love
(gestures, mimes, clothes, musie, paintings and etc). It can help to identifu
the feeling between the two.

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Swan and Odit.

ABSTRACT: In the secondary school, great attention is paid to integrated
learning. With integrated lessons students learn not only different disciplines
but they can link each other with the knowledge that they acquire functional
knowledge. In connection with the integrated approach of teaching, |
conducted a study with my university friends in one of the courses -
‘Integrated Learning of Natural Sciences”.

The goal of the research was to demonstrate the role of an integrated lesson
and to monitor students” motivation in private and public schools. Within
the study we planned one lesson that we conducted as private and public
schools. Besides examining the role of integration in raising motivation of
students, we also compared the results obtained after the integrated lesson
in private and public schools.

The topic of the lesson was Magnet. We have been able to explain this
content and bring it to the students by merging mathematics and science.
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The integrated lesson in both schools was of great interest, each student
was involved in the educational process. The greatest interest was led to
the integrated activities. This activity was “fishing”. We used the following
resources for the activity: iron frying paper fishes with figures (we picked
and we fished it), ankles on which magnet, wooden box (an aquarium we’ve
painted). Pupils should be placed in the selected place, then they have to
shoot “angle”, and catch fish. After fishing, each pupil should be counted the
sum of the figures shown on the fish. This kind of competition was among
the pupils.

One of the educational principles of the National Curricula in Science is to
touch the integration between topics: learning and teaching should help to
connect and organize knowledge. Integrated lessons help pupils to learn
to think and develop a variety of skills. In my opinion, the main product of
integration is motivated pupils.

L’'uniformisation linguistique ou le plurilinguisme? - sur I'exemple des pays
d’Europe et postsovietiques

RESUME: Le 21¢ siécle, c’'est un siécle de nouveautés et de défis. C'est
un siécle avec beaucoup d’avantages et d’'inconvénients, mais la chose
principale est notre perception de la réalité. Parmi de nombreux sujets, I'un
des sujets le plus important et le plus actuel c’est le rapport entre le langage
et ’homme, parce que la langue est un moyen par lequel 'homme exprime
le monde de son point de vue.

En effet, nous sommes tous des enfants du monde mais avec des pensées
et des cultures différentes. Cependant, les gens dans la méme région
historique et géographique ont développé des comparaisons similaires,
I'unité de ce peuple répond a des critéres spécifiés — ¢'est qu'on appelle la
“nation”. Du fait que chaque nation voit le monde différemment et s’exprime
difféeremment, il exite des langues différentes. Il estremarquable que lalangue
soit un organisme vivant qui change selon I'époque et selon les conditions
environnementales dans lesquelles elle a une existence quotidienne. A la
lumiére de tout cela, il y a des langues qui maintiennent le statut dominant et
en méme temps, il y a des langues qui le perdent. C’est ce que ce processus
reflete - I'uniformisation linguistique versus le plurilinguisme.

Dans cette communication, nous voudrions parler de I'uniformisation de la
langue, sur 'exemple de la langue anglaise, comment I'anglais est devenu
la langue du monde entier au 21éme siécle. En effet, I'uniformisation sert a
créer des liens entre les sociétés, cependant, en méme temps, elle dégrade
la langue source. Sur la base de nos observations, nous tenterons de
déterminer le résultat du processus d’uniformisation.

Il est a noter que I'anglais n’est pas la premiére langue uniformisée. Si on
se souvient des faits passés, on peut voir I'influence de la langue russe, en
Union soviétique. Et si nous regardons le présent, nous verrons l'influence
du russe et de I'anglais dans les pays postsoviétiques, par exemple, en
Géorgie, ce qui est tres bien visible en un mot - «IT-wHuky». Nous aborderons
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la situation linguistique dans les pays postsoviétiques et européens, nous
allons faire des comparaisons entre ces deux territoires/peuples.

Basées sur ce qui précéde, nous tenterons de déterminer I'impact de
I'uniformisation / du multilinguisme sur le développement de I'nomme et du
pays.

ABSTRACT: A few decades ago, the students spent a lot of time in the
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academiclibraries to do theirhomework. But lately, the situation has changed
in such a way that they had to include the new technologies in their work
and research. Therefore, the students studying modern applied languages
and the apprentice translators had to combine in their activity of translation
the new technologies (machine translation engines and everything that the
Internet offers the users) and the printed resources which may be found in
the libraries. In this paper, we want to show which are the limits of using the
traditional tools in the process of translation as well as the (dis)advantages
of the online resources. For this purpose, we will compare two possible
translations of a fragment about the history of Romania extracted from the
online encyclopedia Larousse (https://www.larousse.fr/encyclopedie/divers/
Roumanie_histoire/186037). The first translation, an old-school translation,
was realized using typed instruments (dictionaries, encyclopedias, history
books), whereas the second translation, a post-edited one, has at core an
automatic translation made using Google Translation. Analyzing in parallel
all the three texts (one in French and two in Romanian), we notice that in the
text translated using the Internet, we find well translated structures but also
parts containing grammatical, syntactical, semantical and punctuational
mistakes. Thus, it seems like the online resources may be useful, but the
contribution of the translator is essential for a successful translation.

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ABSTRACT: In addition to its archaic purpose of entertainment through songs
and poems about courtly love and knighthood performed by errant minstrels,
literature has perpetuated its multifaceted role in the field of education. One
cannot speak about the literary genius of a community without linking it to
language, culture, and society, which coexist interdependently.

Most English teaching textbooks nowadays rely on referential language,
i.e. “language which communicates at only one level, usually in terms of
information being sought or given, or of a social situation being handled”
(McRae, 1991: 3). Thus, the students experience the language from a
neutral perspective, not having any glimpse on what is standing ‘behind’
it. When the text ‘tells’ something about people, events, locations, etc.,
then it produces representations, it “engages the imagination” (ibid.) of the
receiver. Thus, using literature as a teaching tool means exploiting authentic
language, raising cultural awareness, and launching interactions inside the
classroom.

The rationale for writing this paper mirrors the effort of any language teacher
who wishes for his or her students to be proficient in the foreign language
while using efficient didactic support and consolidating, at the same time,
the four language skills: listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Any clever
and dedicated trainer should appeal to complementary sources that satisfy
the needs of both teachers and students and bring forth tools to invigorate
the class atmosphere or simply replace the dull coursebook text with a
“vivid” one.
